Y1 visit to Cannon Hall Farm – Tuesday 7th July 2026 
 

Dear Parents and Carers,  

As part of our summer term investigation into the history of farming and food, we 

will be taking the children to visit a real working farm, Cannon Hall Farm! The visit 

will take place on Tuesday 7th July for both Y1 classes.  

Both classes should arrive promptly at school as usual at 8:25am. We will arrive 

back to school around 3.00pm, so please collect your child as usual. If for any 

reason we are delayed, you will receive a message via dojo from school.  

Children will need to come to school wearing their full school uniform and will need 

to bring a drink and a packed lunch (no fizzy drinks or glass bottles). If you would 

like to order a school packed lunch, please do this via ParentPay. Please also send 

the children with a healthy snack, as we will be having a slightly later lunch so 

will allow for a snack time earlier in the morning. Depending on the weather, please 

ensure your child has a coat, suitable footwear for a working farm and hat/sun 

cream if necessary.   

The cost of the visit is £17.00. This includes a farm tour, which will be carried out 

by the Cannon Hall Farm outdoor learning team, and many other activities (such 

as sheep racing) for the children to participate in around the farm.  

Payments in full can be made via ParentPay. If you would like to pay by 

instalments, please contact the school office and we can support you with this. 

Whilst we ask for voluntary contributions for educational visits, it is because there is 

a genuine need for the contribution to make the visit viable. The school is very 

grateful for all the support that you give.
